Biography

Dr. John Jasinski

Dr. John Jasinski is currently working as an independent facilitator/consultant  with the Higher Learning Commission’s Academic Quality Improvement Project (AQIP).  He served as Associate Provost at Northwest Missouri State University since 1997, chaired Northwest’s Department of Mass Communication from 1992-1997, and taught in that department since 1985.  

Jasinski assists various higher education institutions implement self-assessment and improvement processes and has spoken nationally and internationally on continuous improvement in education.  

Jasinski was one of seven national educators to serve on the Higher Learning Commission’s AQIP Design Team, a team that produced a new alternative accreditation model based on continuous improvement principles.  Part of a Pew Charitable Trust grant, AQIP was unveiled at the Higher Learning Commission’s national meeting in April 2000.  Along with Steve Spangehl (AQIP Director), he wrote the AQIP Quality Criteria, chaired the Design Team for the third step in the AQIP process (institutional portfolio review), and is currently editing the AQIP Quality Criteria and assisting with all phases of AQIP implementation.

As Associate Provost, Jasinski led Northwest Missouri State University’s Baldrige Category Council, a group focused on improvement throughout all levels of the University.  The Council’s efforts led to Northwest winning the Missouri Quality Award in 1997.  Jasinski coordinated Northwest’s NCA Self-Study Review that resulted in a 10-year unconditional reaccreditation in January 1998.  He led Northwest's campus radio station, KDLX-FM, to National College Radio Station of the Year in 1992 and a runner-up spot in 1993 honors.  He also received the National Broadcast Adviser of the Year Award from the College Media Advisers in 1993.

He currently serves as a senior examiner for the 2001 Malcolm Baldrige National Quality Award, having served as senior examiner in 2000 and as an examiner in 1999 as well.  Jasinski served as an education specialist in the Malcolm Baldrige National Quality Award office in 1994-95, was a Missouri Quality Award judge for six years, recently completed a term as member of the board of directors for St. Francis Hospital and Health Services and belongs to several professional organizations.  

Jasinski earned a Ph.D. in Educational Leadership/Higher Education Administration from the University of Nebraska-Lincoln, a Master’s Degree in Interpersonal and Public Communication and a Bachelor’s Degree in Broadcast and Cinematic Arts from Central Michigan University.


Jasinski and his wife Denise have four children.  He is running a second marathon this fall.
