Design/Redesign Project

Proposal:  Convince decision makers that a need, opportunity, or problem exists, and you have a design or re-design idea that would meet those needs.  Establish reader-centered criteria that any design must fulfill.

Formal Report:  Explain and defend your design, i.e., how it works, why it is better, etc.  As you research, keep in mind the following superstructure.

INTRODUCTION


Justify the need for a design or redesign


Present objectives of the design

METHOD and/or APPLICATION


Method:  Indicate how you gathered information or relate your systematic investigation into building a prototype or creating a design


Application:  Record the experience of other professionals, experts, etc. who have applied similar designs to/in their work

CRITERIA


Establish and defend criteria that a good design must have

DESIGN


Present you design.  Highly technical plans, managerial forms, etc. belong in an appendix

EVALUATION


Evaluate the design according to the pre-established criteria.
