“STATEMENT OF APPLICATION”

The “Statement of Application” is to address your educational and career goals, and how your qualifications meet the eligibility guidelines.  It is particularly important to state your qualifications for scholarships with specific guidelines, such as internship or international study.  The “Statement of Application” must be typed on 8½ x 11 paper.  Please use 12 pt. font, double space, and set minimum 1″ margins on all sides.
RESUME

A one-page resume including all KSU or community activities, honors, awards, scholarships, service, or other distinctions is required.  Do not include any high school activities.  Resume must be typed on 8½ x 11 paper.

Microsoft Word has resume wizards that are pre-formatted.  If you need assistance developing your resume, there are many resources on the Internet.  Check out the Career Services Center at http://career.kent.edu 
KSU TRANSCRIPT
A KSU transcript including Fall 2008 grades must be submitted with the scholarship application.  Transcripts are issued directly to the student by in-person request with student ID at the Registrar’s window in the Michael Schwartz Center.  You can also order one by logging on to Flashline then choosing the Student Tools tab where you will select Official Academic Transcript in the Submit Requests box.
VERIFICATION OF FINANCIAL NEED

The Kent State University Office of Student Financial Aid, based on FAFSA guidelines, determines eligibility for scholarships requiring financial need.  The following items must be attached to your application.
